Course Description

strategies used by filmmakers. Through analyses and discussions about the making and content of the films,
students will not only get to know the films as entertaining art, but embed them in a social and historical
context. Films are screened outside class hours. All films are with English subtitles, all readings and
discussions in English. No knowledge of German is required

e analyze key works of German cinema since the 1990s
e explore the relationship between film and culture/history.
e talk about differences and similarities between film and one’s own perception of culture
e analyze several aesthetic and cultural concepts related to film.

Leading class discussion after the presentation.

- Students are required to arrive on time.

- Students are required to attend at least 75% of the class. Treat 75% attendance as the minimum, not the maximum.
- Should a student miss more than 25% of the class, he/she will automatically fail the course.

- If a student is unable to attend, he/she should review the content and homework that are missed and make them up
him/her-self.

- For missed tests, make-up tests will not be arranged unless the student can provide an official supporting
document, such as a medical certificate.
