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Course Description

This course introduces basic communication in Hong Kong Sign Language. The course adopts an interactive
approach, and learners are systematically guided to acquire the language for effective communication in everyday
situations. Emphasis will be placed on the essential grammar of the Hong Kong Sign Language. It also offers a
general introduction to the culture and customs of the local Deaf community.

Learning Outcomes

Upon completion of this course, students will develop Hong Kong Sign Language proficiency at A1l level in the
Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR). CEFR profiles a learner’s language
proficiency in a number of illustrative descriptors in six levels (A1, A2, B1, B2, C1, C2). The descriptors covers
language skills of production, comprehension, signed interaction, processing text, pragmatic competencies, thematic
development, and qualitative factors. Acquiring the skills at A1 level, students will be basic users of Hong Kong
Sign Language, being able to use the language to
e understand and use familiar everyday expressions and very basic phrases aimed at the satisfaction of needs
of a concrete type, including
o introducing themselves and others;
o asking and answering questions about personal details, like where they live, people they know and
things they have.
e interact in a simple way provided the other person communicates slowly and clearly and is prepared to help.

All signed answers must be recorded on videos and should meet the required
specifications. Details of the specification will be announced in class.
Project Two students will form a group and produce a signed video of a dialogue 20 %
created on their own. Each group will show the first cut in class to collect
feedback from the instructor and fellow students. A final cut should be
submitted for grading.
Final Exam Part 1: Signed Interaction (15%) 35%
Each student will make a conversation with another student on specific
topics for 5-8 minutes.
Part 2: Comprehension (20%)
Test content will be based on the whole course. Students will watch two
videos and answer multiple-choice questions.
Remarks: Part 1 and Part 2 will be held on different dates.

Notes:

e  Students are required to arrive on time.
e  Students are required to attend at least 75% of the class. Treat 75% attendance as the minimum, not the

maximum.

e  Should a student miss more than 25% of the class, he/she will automatically fail the course.

e If astudent is unable to attend, he/she should review the content and homework that are missed and make them

up him/her-self.

e  For missed tests, make-up tests will not be arranged unless the student can provide an official supporting
document, such as a medical certificate.

Assignments without a properly signed declaration will not be graded by teachers.
Only the final version of the assignment should be submitted via VeriGuide.

The submission of a piece of work, or a part of a piece of work, for more than one purpose (e.g. to satisfy the
requirements in two different courses) without declaration to this effect shall be regarded as having committed
undeclared multiple submissions. It is common and acceptable to reuse a turn of phrase or a sentence or two from
one’s own work; but wholesale reuse is problematic. In any case, agreement from the course teacher(s) concerned
should be obtained prior to the submission of the piece of work.
