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Language of Instruction: Hong Kong Sign Language Units: 3

Course Description

This course adopts a communicative approach to sign language teaching. It continues to train students’
comprehension and expressive skills with emphasis on narration of personal experiences and short stories.
Students will learn to command more vocabulary and complex sign language structures. Students are encouraged
to analyze selected issues in the local Deaf community and the world.

Learning Outcomes

Upon completion of this course, students will develop Hong Kong Sign Language proficiency at B2 level in the
Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR). CEFR profiles a learner’s language
proficiency in a number of illustrative descriptors in six levels (A1, A2, B1, B2, C1, C2). The descriptors covers
language skills of production, comprehension, signed interaction, processing text, pragmatic competencies,
thematic development, and qualitative factors. Acquiring the skills at B2 level, students will be independent users
of Hong Kong Sign Language, being able to use the language to
e understand the main ideas of complex text on both concrete and abstract topics, including technical
discussions in his/her field of specialization.
e interact with a degree of fluency and spontaneity that makes regular interaction with native/proficient
signers quite possible without strain for either party.
e produce clear, detailed text on a wide range of subjects and explain a viewpoint on a topical issue giving
the advantages and disadvantages of various options.
