Language of Instruction: French / English Units: 3 

 
Course Description 

Building on the knowledge acquired in FREN1000, this course aims to further develop students’ ability to communicate in 
French in various everyday situations. It also seeks to give students a taste of French culture and invites them to explore 
cultural differences. Through intensive practice students will develop more confidence in interacting in French while 
further expanding and solidifying their understanding of the basic grammar and pronunciation patterns. 
 Prerequisites: FREN 1000 or equivalent competence. 

 
Learning Outcomes 

After taking this course, students are expected to be able to: 
(1) Master basic communication skills such as asking for information in a shop (price, colours, sizes, etc.), describing a 

flat, asking for directions and transportation, asking the time.  
(2) Be able to travel in a French speaking country, to train tickets and to get information about accommodation and 

activities. 
(3) Talk about one’s daily activities and habits.
